Thomas “Stonewall” Jackson, hero of the Civil War, and a historic setting for the Invitational.  

Jackson’s Mill State Conference Center is the first and oldest 4-H camp in the United States.  

The purpose of the Invitational is to develop an appreciation for the importance of conserving 

forestland as a source of products, benefits, and services necessary for quality living. 4-H 

foresters learn citizenship and leadership skills as well as practical forestry skills through 

participation in the 4-H Forestry Invitational.  

4-H foresters participate in forestry skills and knowledge events over 3 days of competition 

including: tree identification, tree measurement, forest evaluation, compass orienteering, 

topographic map interpretation, forest insect and disease identification, forestry bowl, and 

forestry written exam. Additional Invitational activities include wildlife presentations, local tours, 

campfires, and woodsmen skills fun competition.  

The Invitational is organized and conducted by a management committee comprised of 

Cooperative Extension Service specialists and educators, state and federal foresters, 

university faculty, and 4-H Leaders from many states.
